Bill 124, which limited compensation for health care
workers to no more than 1% a year for 3 years, was
struck down by the courts as unconstitutional in Now.

2022.

As a result, OCHU-CUPE returned to bargaining in
March of this year, without success. An arbitration

hearing to resolve these issues will be held May 0.

The union is seeking wage increases that meet the
increases in the rate of inflation. It is also seeking wage
increases for RPN, the only classification that is

bargained centrally in this round of negotiations.
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82% OF RPNs

64% OF RPNs
HAVE TROUBLE SLEEPING
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60% of RPNs are thinking

Most of the RPNs polled
would stay if their wages
were significantly
increased.

82% are experiencing
high levels of stress,
including depression,
trouble sleeping and
anxiety.

The union is seeking a $4
an hour wage increase for
RPNs - the only
classification bargained
provincially. A hearing on
this & other monetary
issues will be held May
10.

The union is also seeking increases in evening, night

and weekend premiums, benefits and vacation.

It is expected that an arbitration decision will be issued
within 2 months of the hearing.

Bill 124 appeal

Meanwhile, the provincial government is appealing the

court decision which struck down Bill 124.

The court hearing will be held in late June.
